The Competition

In 1963, the Canadian Army donated the CANADIAN
ARMY TROPHY for NATO Tank Gunnery. This trophy
was to be competed for every two years by teams
of the armoured units from the Land Forces of
the NATO member countries stationed in Central

Europe.

The competition is sponsored by the Commander-
in-Chief Allied Forces Central Europe (CINCENT).
The aim of the competition is to raise the
standard of gunnery within the participating
forces. In addition, the participating national
teams should compete with each other in a spirit

of comradeship.

Each NATO member nation is entitled to enter the
competition. A number of tank batalions are
nominated and from these one ist selected, by

draw, to provide the actual team.

A team consists of five troops, each of three
tanks. Of the five troops four are selected Dby
draw to fire. The fifth troop ist the reserve

troop.
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Phe three best results of the four selected
troops decide the result of the competition.

The tanks are required to fire on the move as
well as from three specified bounds against
voth static and moving targets. The targets will

be indicated by a smoke puff.

A total of 18 static and moving targets have
to be engaged with main armament. The static
targets are at ranges out to 2000 m and the
moving targets out to 1000 m. 6 groups, each of
10 falling plates, at ranges oukt o 1000 % heave

to be engaged with the machine gun.

Each tank has 10 main armament rounds and

250 rounds of MG ammunition.
